Chair Hess called for the items on the Public Hearing Agenda. He requested Product Manager Lee Burnett present the Rules.


The first Rule reviewed by Mr. Burnett was Permanent Rule 6.OE, Holiday Treasures, Game No. 224. He described the features of the game, including the play style, the prize amounts, the number of times players may win on a ticket, the number of tickets ordered, and the projected launch date for the game. Mr. Burnett stated staff was requesting approval of Permanent Rule 6.OE, Holiday Treasures, Game No. 224. 


Drawing Manager Jon Mullett next presented the drawing guidelines for Holiday Treasures, Game No. 224. He reviewed the entry mechanism, eligibility requirements, prizes, drawing dates, times and locations, and drawing procedures. Mr. Mullett further stated that the next second chance drawing for 20 Year Adventure would be at 9:30 a.m. on September 15, 2003, in the Pueblo warehouse. 


Commissioner Bachicha made a motion to approve Permanent Rule 6.OE, Holiday Treasures, Game No. 224 and the drawing guidelines for Holiday Treasures, Game No. 224. The motion was seconded by Vice-Chair Willis and passed unanimously.

He described the features of the games, including the play style, the prize amounts, the number of times players may win on a ticket, the number of tickets ordered, and the projected launch date for the games. Mr. Burnett stated staff would like to request the postponement of Rule 6.OJ, Hangman, Game No. 229, until next month. The Commission concurred with the postponement of Rule 6.OJ, Hangman, Game No. 229 until next month. Mr. Burnett further stated staff was requesting adoption as Permanent Rules. 


Vice-Chair Willis made a motion to adopt Permanent Rules 6.OF, Frosty the Dough Man, Game No. 225; 6.OG, Holiday Wishes, Game No. 226; 6.OH, Seasons Greetings, Game No. 227; and 6.OI, Will Bullas Holiday Series, Game No. 228.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Acree and passed unanimously.


The next rule reviewed by Mr. Burnett was Rule 9 (Contracts) as Amended. Mr. Burnett stated staff was requesting approval of Rule 9 (Contracts) as Amended, which completes the housekeeping process project as directed by Deputy Director Kathy Jones.


Commissioner Acree made a motion to adopt Rule 9 (Contracts) as Amended. The motion was seconded by Vice-Chair Willis and passed unanimously.

7-11-21, Game No. 166; 6.MF, BBQ Bucks, Game No. 173; and Rule 6.MJ, 10 Times the Money, Game No. 177. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Acree and passed unanimously.
